5. When human beings sing with the Spirit and the understanding, heavenly musicians 
    take up the strain, and join in the song of thanksgiving. {Ev 504.4}
6. It is not loud singing that is needed, but clear intonation, correct pronunciation, and 
    distinct utterance. Let all take time to cultivate the voice, so that God's praise can 
    be sung in clear, soft tones, not with harshness and shrillness that offend the ear.

    thanksgiving is far more pleasing to Him than the melody of all the musical
