4. Through Christian fellowship they are to form their characters, assimilating them to 
    the character of Christ.   {UL 123.6}

    should be maintained by all believers in Christian fellowship, Christian shall be 

    united to Christian, and church to church. Thus the human instrumentality will be 

    enabled to co-operate with the divine. Every agency will be subordinate to the Holy 

    Spirit, and all the believers will be united in an organized and well-directed effort to 

    give to the world the glad tidings of the grace of God.  {RH, May 11, 1911 par. 10}
6. If we are in fellowship with Christ, we shall be in fellowship with our brethren, and 
     shall learn to keep that harmony that should ever exist between the believers. 
    {SpM 122.2}
7. Those who do not feel the necessity of seeking the assembly of the saints, with the 
    precious assurance that the Lord will meet with them, show how lightly they value 
    the help that God has provided for them.  (MS 16, 1890).
8. Never entertain the thought that you can be Christians and yet withdraw within 
    yourselves. {7T 190.3}
9. Some have made a serious mistake in neglecting to attend the public worship of  

    God. The privileges of divine service will be as beneficial to them as to others, and 
    are fully as essential. {4T 539.3}

10. Some have failed to see the real importance, not only of attending religious   

     meetings, but also of bearing testimony for Christ and the truth.   {4T 539.4}
